(NOTE: Any historical information: Charter, Chapter History, pictures of charter members should be 

confined to a separate section at the very front of the book) 

§ Include documentation, i.e., newspaper and magazine clippings, Archon articles and pictures 

(captions and dates), souvenirs, written reports and official programs) 

§ Reports should address the Chapterôs involvement in the National Programmatic Thrusts (scholarship, 
community service projects, national observances, and collaboration with key linkages, etc.). 

 

Scope  and Criteria for Judging 

§ PowerPoint Presentations and Scrapbooks are the two acceptable formats 

§ Reports must have a Title Page that includes: 

1. Name and location of Chapter 

2. Address 

3. Conference Date 

§ Table of Contents is mandatory 

§ Events must be in chronological order 

§ Materials must be current and between the dates of March 2, 2011- February 1, 2012. Pictures and events 

must be labeled and/or identified, clear, and show action. Articles, programs and projects should have a 

brief explanation 

§ Major considerations for judging are uniqueness of programs, relationship to the Programmatic Thrusts, 

and the possibility of replication by other chapters.  

§ Ease of Handling 

o Scrapbooks should not be too bulky for handling and viewing and pages should be secured to 

allow for handling. (Covers will be judged on originality and attractiveness only in the case of a 

tie.
